
NOTE ABOUT DEPARTMENTS: A maximum of four courses from any one department may be applied to the combination of Humanities, 
Social Sciences, and Comparative, Gender and Multicultural sections of the GURs. Academic departments are typically defined as a subject area.  
Exceptions: Art and Art History are considered one department, as are all foreign languages. Humanities and Religion are also one department. Honors 
courses are exempt from this rule. The minimum passing grade for GUR courses is D-, except for ENG 101 which requires a C- or better.
